«  Forintegraldriver, the wiring between LED and driver output is prewired. The correct wiring sequence is to wire the
driver input to mains power.

e  Fortrack Fixtures, the track Fixture is supplied with an integral driver. Secure Fixture to the track, then turn on mains power.

Dimming
e Belowis anoverview of the different dimming options Reggiani offers, consult Fixture cutsheet for availability.
¢  Phase Cut [Reverse and Forward]
The luminous flux is dimmed by varying the AC power delivered to the Fixture via Reverse [ELV] and Forward [Triac] phase
configurations.
e  Analogue [0-10V]
The luminous flux is dimmed by varying a 0-10V direct voltage signal through polarity sensitive purple [dim +] and grey [dim -] wiring.
e DaliDigital
The luminous flux is dimmed by sending a digital signal through polarity independent positive [D+] and negative [D-] wiring.

e Lutron EcoSystem
The luminous flux is dimmed by sending a digital signal through polarity independent E1 and E2 EcoSystem Digital Link wiring.

e  Emergency Lighting
The Fixture can be converted into emergency lighting by wiring to an emergency lighting inverter.

Preparation and Assembly of the Luminaires
Yori Wall Remote Driver (Non-wood wall applications)
e  First carefully remove fixture and components from shipping box (fig. 1).
e Unfasten fixture mounting clip from back of luminaire by removing locking screw (fig. 2).
e Install fixture mounting clip onto junction box cover plate by using two screws provided and wire accordingly (fig. 3).
e Install electrical junctions box cover plate assembly onto junction box (fig. 4).
e Secure fixture onto mounting clip by sliding fixture downward fully engaging the clip. (fig. 6).
e Fastenlockingscrew (fig 7).

Yori Wall Internal Driver (Non-wood wall applications)
e  First carefully remove fixture and components from shipping box (fig. 1).
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Unfasten fixture mounting clip from back of luminaire by removing locking screw (fig. 2).

Install fixture mounting clip onto junction box cover plate by using two screws provided and wire accordingly (fig. 3).
Install electrical junctions box cover plate onto junction box (fig. 4).

Feed wiring through designated hole and plaster over junction box cover plate avoiding specified holes (fig. 5).
Secure fixture onto mounting clip by sliding fixture downward fully engaging the clip. (fig. 6).

e  Fastenlockingscrew (fig 7).

Yori Wall Remote Driver (Wood wall applications)

e  First carefully remove fixture and components from shipping box (fig. 1).

e Mount electrical junction box onto building members. Junction box must be flushed with building member (fig 8).

e  Feedlow voltage wire through electrical junction box cover plate. Secure cover plate onto junction box with #8-32 x 1/2in flathead
screws (fig 9).

Cut out holes onwood slat. Feed low voltage wire through cut out holes and then secure wood slat (fig 10).

Unfasten fixture mounting clip from back of luminaire by removing locking screw (fig. 2).

Secure Yori Wall mounting clip onto wood slat with #8-32 x 1in flathead screws (fig 11).

Secure fixture onto mounting clip by sliding fixture downward fully engaging the clip. (fig. 6).

Wire low voltage wires onto mounting clip accordingly (fig 12).
